Zulekha extends heart care services

ZULEKHA Hospital in
Dubal has extended its car-
diac services by opening a
Heart Care Centre on Sun-
day.

Director General of the
Department of Health and
Medical Services (Dohms)
in Dubai Qadhi Saeed Al
Murooshid inaugurated the
new cardiac services offered
by the hospital. “This is the
result of the co-operation be-
tween the government and
private sectors. We are ex-
pecting more such spe-
cialised centres from the
private sector. We appreci-
ate the role of private sector
in enhancing the healtheare
services in Dubai,”
Murooshid said after the in-
auguration.

Appreciating the com-
munity services initiated by

the Managing Director of
the group Dr Zulekha Daud,
Murooshid said that such
personalities and institu-
tions needed to focus more
on medical education in the
region.

The services of world
renowned interventional
cardiologist Dr Fayaz Shawl
and a state-of-the-art cath
lab powered by a cardiac
catheterisation machine
from Siemens are the ex-
clusive features of the new
facility at the hospital.

Shawl, known as a pio-
neer in interventional car-
diology and high risk angio-
plasty, told The Gulf Today
that he would be offering
‘day-care’ angioplasty ser-
vice at Zulekha Hospital.
Percutaneous Bypass Sup-
port, which is popularly
known as Shawls tech-
nique, will also be part of

the cardiac care service of-
fered by the veteran doctor.
Patients who are at very
high-risk for conventional
angioplasty are placed on
this life-support system in
order to allow angioplasty to
occur in a safe manner.

Dr Zulekha Daud told
this paper that the hospital
would make it a point to
offer its services at reason-
able charges. “We are also
planning for a mechanism
to offer cardiac services to
people from the lower strata

of the society at a lower cost.
Once our system is in place,
we will devote our service
for charity as well,” she said.

The cardiac team of
highly skilled specialists,
nurses and physiotherapists
will perform procedures like
coronary angiogram and an-
gioplasty and peripheral in-
terventional procedures for
blockages in the arteries of
limbs, kidneys, neck and
non-surgical treatment for
some congenital heart de-
fects.

The hospital is also
launching a continuing
medical education pro-
gramme on interventional
cardiclogy under the pa-
tronage of Murooshid.
Named Synapse, Shawl will
conduct an interactive edu-
cational programme with a
live demonstration on Mon-
day at a hotel in Dubai.
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
